2006 Xtreme drag Invitationals   by Chad Raven
Sunday the 27th of August turned out to be a bright, clear winter’s day in Perth, perfect for the Xtreme invitational meet, the first major meet on the relocated home track of Craig and Tina Britten. With the track getting a special big clean for the day, times were fast and big records fell on the scale 1000ft track.

Super Gas (.990 index)

First bracket up was .990 second index. The rules were simple, any vehicle could enter (classed or not), as long as it passed a minimum clearance underneath. Some racers were  putting massive amounts of extra weight in their vehicles to try and slow them down to a .990 pace, others were just happy to race cars that were a little off pace anyway. 11 entrants had vehicles ready to battle it out in eliminations. The race for the final was Jason Hunter taking the win over Dave Hunter.

Super Comp (.900 index)
Second bracket up on a quickly going track was .900 second index. Rules were the same as the .990 index bracket but the quicker index made for a few more RPM. 8 vehicles entered to do battle with the final coming down to 2 racers, Chad Raven and Dave Hunter. Dave took the win with his Group 12 powered Pro Mod Mustang with a close .031 reacted .905 over Chads Group 12 Buick Riviera at a .034 reacted .927.
Xtreme Modified

Next up was the all out X/Mod eliminator bracket. A small field of only 5 cars entered but that didn’t mean racing wasn’t close. Performances weren’t what was expected of hard bodied S16D cars with Jason Farrell taking top qualifying spot at .966 seconds. The final came down to two hot rods, those of Jason Hunters blue and white snap fast rod and surprise entrant Jason Farrell’s blown grey machine. Jason F took the win over Jason H.
Super DYO

11 vehicles entered the dial in bracket with racing just getting quicker and quicker. Miyagi ran an .848 Sealed Standard run and Chad Raven ran a Group 20 .580 at over 70mph, laying claim to an Australian scale 1000ft record. The random pairing style of eliminations left Chad Ravens record setting top alcohol funny car against Dave Hunter’s always consistent S16D HQ Monaro in the final. Chad used a .015 reacted .606 (on a .580 dial in) to down Dave’s breaking out (.989 on a 1.000 dial in) .043 reacted run.
AA/Fuel

An expected 5 car field was reduced to 3 after Craig Britten found a lifted comm plate in a late rebuild attempt and Mr. Miyagi withdrew after his record run. Andy Rickards (AKA Miyagi) came loaded for bear with a Joe Chechi prepared open motor running a series of mind boggling low .4’s at over 100mph before hitting a .399@102.15mph (backed up with a .408@101.93mph) . This lays claim to being the quickest and fastest pass on an Australian scale 1000ft strip, all in a backyard! Shane Boekhout found a twisted chassis and swapped all his running gear into Craig’s vacant DRS silencer chassis and found speed qualifying with a .453@95.75mph.  Chad’s first pass down the track with his white car in qualifying was a .008 reacted .466@87.33mph but the car sliced through the breaking goo, nudging the end beanbag and broke the front end of the chassis. With only 3 entries, the first round solo was decided at random and went to Chad’s wounded white car leaving Shane to battle it out with Chad’s slow red car. Chad nailed Shane to the tree (.054 to .150) winning on a holeshot .580 over a .487, the margin just .003 seconds. That left Chad with his 2 cars in the final where he soloed with the white car, running a damaged .642.
